Reef Compliance Audit Update

Recently a number of growers were
subjected to Reef regulation
compliance audits from the Department
of Environment and Science regulation
compliance team. These growers are
selected at random and must provide a
range of documents to prove compliance
with the regulations. While in the early
stages it appears that Bundaberg
growers are doing their best to comply
with the regulations with the non-
compliant matters being minor and
generally accounted for with changes in
the 2024 fertiliser season.

The growers selected have provided the
compliance officers copies of the people
and property details including lot on
plan details, records of previous yields,
previous soil tests, soil and farm maps,
Nitrogen and phosphorus budget and
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fertiliser records.

The issues of non-compliance have been
not taking soil tests in the 12 months
prior to planting, not having the N & P
budget completed prior to planting and
fertiliser application for the year. It Is
expected that as the audits progress
some growers will be non-compliant for
the over application of nutrients applied
as fertiliser compared to the budget.
Much of this will occur due to the lack
of rate flexibility from sprocket-based
drive mechanisms on the fertiliser box.
It may occur at planting or in the
ratoons.

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2024-25 Regulated Retail Electricity Prices for Regional QLD

he Queensland Competition Authority (QCA) has issued the retail electricity price determination for regional Queensland
for 2024-25, with the new prices to take effect from 1 July 2024.

QCA Tariffs for 2024-25
What's new?

B Small Business tariff (annual usage <100MWh)
The small business tariff (T20) usage charge is set to fall slightly however daily service fee has risen.
In the determination charges for tariff 20 are listed as:

Usage: 33.264c/kWh, down 3.1%.
Fixed charge: $1.50/day, up 5.4%.

B Load Control tariff (interruptible supply)
Irrigators who are willing to work with the possibility of their power being interrupted, by up to 6 hours per day, may be
able to save money by switching to the new primary control load tariff (T34).

Remember that with Ergon’s dynamic load control system, electricity supply is not interrupted every day. For example,
supply was interrupted on fewer than ten occasions each year during the three-year trial period of this tariff. QCA’s
draft determination lists charges as:
Usage: to 22.83¢/kWh, down 2.9%.
Fixed charge: $1.39/day, up by 6.2%.

B Load control tariff rates are around 30% lower than standard tariff rates (compared to Tariff 20). For an irrigator using
25,000kWh per year, this is around $2,650/year saving; for an irrigator using 50,000 kWh per year, it’s around $5,260/

The low daytime and shoulder rates make this an attractive tariff to irrigators with the 24hr aggregated rate being
fractionally higher than Tariff 20. Savings can be made in comparison to Tariff 20 providing that consumption during
the peak window of 4pm - 9pm weekdays is minimized and the lower cost daytime hours are fully utilised.

Energy consumed exclusively outside of the peak period will cost less than if connected to Tariff 34.

Groundwater Meter Revalidation

he Department of Regional

Development, Manufacturing and
Water has provided an update on the
progress of meter revalidation for both
Area A and Area B. As part of the
revalidation process growers need to
notify the Department that they are on a
waiting list with their preferred
irrigation company provided they have
an approved meter certifier. Both of the
major irrigation businesses in town have
approved meter certifiers.

What has been shown is that while the

majority of people in Area A have had
their meters revalidated or are on a
waiting list to get their meters
revalidated, there are several
groundwater users who have not started
this process. For those that have not
started the process, the Department has
the ability to enforce penalties including
fines, the removal of water entitlement
and ultimately, prosecution in court.

For those growers who are in Area B the
Department is aware of some growers
who have had their meters revalidated.

Opportunity for training

Bundaberg CANEGROWERS has
secured some partially subsidised
training  opportunities for growers
through the SmartAg training program
from QFF. This training program is
designed to train and retain staff on the
farm. It has some broad themes of
technology, production, safety and
business.

Bundaberg Sugar
will still supply you with the
usual Recipient Created Tax Invoice
(RCTI) and you’ll use this for your
BAS and other bookwork.

QSL is also taking over third-party
payments, such as leases and liens. You
can find remittance advices for these in
your QSL Direct account. If you need to
make changes to existing third-party

payments, or create new QS L

ones, please let QSL
know.

Now that Bundaberg growers are on the
QSL Direct system, it is also important
to let QSL know if you have any
changes to your farming arrangements,
including lease and ABN changes and
farm sales.
