It is my pleasure to welcome you all to the 2025 Season, Sugar Industry Dinner and Awards as we come together to celebrate the achievements of our local
growers, harvesting contractors, and industry representatives. These awards recognise the hard work, dedication, and contributions that drive the success
and sustainability of our industry.

The 2025 season saw a total of 1,309 million tonnes of cane supplied to Millaguin, from an area of just over 16,000ha. This is up 8% from the previous year.
We were fortunate to experience favorable weather conditions with wet weather accounting for 2.5 weeks over a 30.9 week crushing season.

| would like to take this opportunity to congratulate Bundaberg Sugar on the performance of Millaquin Mill this season. The mill continued to perform at
above average crushing rates and the hard work and commitment of BSL employees does not go unnoticed.

Since the end of the harvesting season, we've seen lower than average summer rainfall in association with greater than average humidity which in
combination with availability of irrigation resulted in some good crops. However as we all know since earlier this month we've seen significant rainfall and
flooding in some areas and our thoughts go out 1o all those effected by the recent flooding. Apart from the recent flooding. the challenges associated with
a low commodity price and the issues associated with potential fuel and fertiliser availability continue to confront our industry, Uncertainty in price,
fertiliser and fuel has resulted in an even greater need for growers to critically review farming practice efficiencies and input costs in order to continue
producing cane economically,

However despite all this, it's now time to focus on tonight. This evening would not be possible without the generous support of our sponsors. Their
contributions ensure the ongoing success of this event, and we encourage everyone to support those who support our industry.

2025 Statisties

» 140 district growers produced 1,309,470 tonnes of cane crushed at Millaquin Mill. This is up on 2024
season by 104,241 tonnes or an 8% increase.

¢ The total amount of standover cane crushed for the 2025 season was 15,843 tonnes.
¢ Area harvested in 2025 was 16,048 hectares, this is well up on the 2024 area of 14,159 hectares.

» 2025 crushing season length was 30.9 weeks for Millaquin and lost time through wet weather was
2.5 weeks.

« District tonnes cane per hectare in 2025 decreased to 81.0 tc/ha compared to 85.1 tc/ha in 2024
and Long-Term Average is 86.7 tc/ha.

¢ In 2025 the Bundaberg Sugar Company farms produced an average of 82 tc/ha
* Bundaberg cane growers averaged 87 tc/ha.

* In 2025 there were 50, or 34% of district growers that produced cane yields of 100 tc/ha or above,
compared to 50 or 38% of district growers in 2024.




2025 Statistices

» The cane that was harvested green in 2025 season was 96.4% compared to the 2024 figure of
96.5%.

» Average CCS for the 2025 season was 13.73 compared with 13.59 in 2024 and 14.70 in 2023.
» Highest individual CCS for the season was 18.10 CCS recorded by one grower.

* In 2025, there were 5,413 tonnes of cane crushed with a CCS of 1700 or greater, this is well up on
2,414 tonnes from the 2024 season.

» The major varieties harvested for the 2025 season were Q240‘at 33.9%, KQ228‘at 221%, Q208’at
13.1%. SRA varieties 11.8% and Q238 at 6.7%.

* These major varieties account for 87.6% of the cane harvested in the Bundaberg cane growing area.
» The top four best performing varieties for the 2025 season were, Q240 , Q232 , Q252 and KQ228.
 For the 2025 crop, the percentage of smut resistant varieties harvested was 99.5%.

» One grower had the closest estimate to actual tonnes with an accuracy of 99.77%.
